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SO210 – Social Problems

This course will be offered every spring semester beginning 2009 and going through 2011.  The class will be delivered as lecture/hands on or online class as well as specialized research on social problems that affect the society of Egypt. The class normally has an anticipated enrollment of between 6 and 15 students each semester. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES
1) Students will learn how to identify social problems that affect everyone in the world both directly and indirectly. 

Students will be directed to several social problems facing inequality and global problems to see how each example affects Egypt.  Problems that will be examined include economics to sexuality and population to environmental.  The direct affect each has on the culture and political society will be examined. 
2)  Students will learn and acknowledge trends and patterns between different social problems and how they are linked together in our society as well as the global world.  

Students will apply critical thinking to compare and contrast the approaches the United States and Egypt use to approach the social problems.  They will see how different aspects of culture and traditions affect the way societies deal with problems. 

3) Students will examine how language is relevant in social problems. 
The will evaluate how the issues surrounding Spanish and English in America is similar to the different forms of Arabic in Egypt. 
4) Students will examine how different cultures deal with their social problems.

Students will be asked to evaluate why the Egypt and the United States would approach problems in a different manner to help them understand how globalization has affected governmental and social efforts to fix problems. 

5) Students will be expected to recognize major problems that society faces which are not often discussed.
Topics such as Female Genitalia Mutilation, homosexuality consequences, and treatment caused by socioeconomic differences that Egyptians face, especially the problems facing women.  

NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT

This course is usually focused around social problems facing America.  Although on occasion, the textbook will do a thinking box that focuses around different areas in the world, the book does not give much insight into the global community.  The class is divided into four sections: An introduction to social problems, well being and its problems, problems in inequality, and lastly global problems.  

This class could be taught based off of North Africa social problems, however Egypt will serve as the primary focus. Two of the four sections will be infused to create a specific focus on how the students have been learning about problems in their own country are similar or different in comparison with Egypt.  To start off, they will learn about the economic and education problems that Egypt face after we cover this topic over America.  Two hours will be spent on this topic in class.  

The second half of class, the students will follow the same tactics of learning about social problems in America before focusing on North Africa where we will explore the social problems in sexuality, gender, population, and environmental issues.  For this, they will learn about how the problems facing North Africa are different and in many cases more serious than Americans like to recognize. 

This infusion should create a new understanding for the students on how issues are global and not local. They should also learn to look at problems from outside of the box after seeing that just because the same social problem exists in more than one area, the methods, history, traditions, and culture of the area make the evaluation of the problem different.  They will develop an understanding of how global issues affect others as well as themselves.

Student Assessment:  Total of 30 points

Students will have to match the Arabic and English terms on the Final Exam  (10 points)  There will also be an essay question asking the students to explain how socioeconomics and language will affect their chances for a higher education.  Essay is 20 points.

Lecture topic 3:  Gender Problems (55 Minutes)
The topic for this lecture will focus around the problems that plague the women of Egypt including:

· Female Genitalia Mutilation: The forcible mutilation of the female genitalia.  Although this tradition is starting to levitate, it is still practiced.  This will explain the power and dominance as well as show the seriousness of gender inequality in the country.

· Religion:  The references to gender in Egypt through religion are a notable issue.  Religion helps to dictate how women are to dress, act in public and what they are raised to believe their duties are.

Activity: 


In a group, students will discuss the seriousness and the approaches to dealing with gender issues in Egypt.  Questions they will have to try and answer will include who should be working to end these practices and is it possible to rid society of these traditions? 

Student Assessment: 


There will be an essay question over gender problems in Egypt on their 3rd exam.

Lecture topic 4:  Sexuality Problems (55 Minutes)

The  topic of this lecture will be to see how being homosexual is looked upon in Egypt.  The video focuses on the problems that their sexual orientation brings on the livelihood of the individuals in the country.
Video: Dangerous Living: Coming Out in the Developed World


The video focuses on Arab countries but goes into detail on how homosexuals in Egypt are treated even though no laws exist against homosexuality.

Student Assessment: 


There will be an essay question on their 3rd exam asking them to explain the issue of homosexuality as it relates to Egypt.  They will have to not only explain how it is dangerous, but how the Christians and Muslims in the country approach the issue. It will be worth 20 points. 
UNIT 2: GLOBAL PROBLEMS
Lecture topic 1:  Population Issues (55 Minutes)
Video: Africa: Tunisia, Libya, Egypt, Films for the Humanities.


Segment 3 of this video examines how Egypt looks to keep its population under control in light of their limited resources.

Activity:  Students will visit http://countrystudies.us/egypt/ which gives not just the historical background on Egypt but has a wealth of information on the present day society of Egypt.  They will explore the population policies, emigration issues, problems with the cities, and how population is affected by minorities.  Then, they will look at http://countrystudies.us/libya/ and compare the neighboring African countries on how population is affected in each area.
Student Assessment: 

Students will each create a presentation on how to fix the population issues of Egypt by using what they learned on the website about Egypt in comparison to the other countries studied to determine if the current population policy will work long-term or if there is aspects of American or Libyan policies that would enhance what Egypt is already doing.  This will be worth 25 points. 
Lecture topic 2:  Environment Issues (55 Minutes)
A discussion of how the desertification has affected the abilities of becoming a post-industrial nation and how the environment is a prevention of self-sufficiency for the people of the country will be used.  The discussion will include how to advance agricultural development in the country and what issues the land creates.

There will be 2 short answer questions over environmental problems in Egypt on their Final exam worth 10 points each.

Exam 3:  

Essay 1: Explain the different types of gender inequality facing Egyptian women in today’s society.  What of these problems is due to tradition and what is due to governmental/religious aspects?  Why do you put each of your choices in each category? 

Essay 2: What are the problems in the Egyptian society when approaching the homosexuality issue?  How does religion play a part in this controversy?  Using the movie we viewed in class about Dangerous Living, compare the treatment of homosexuals in Egypt to that of other North African and Middle Eastern countries. 

Exam 4:
Short answer question 1: List 4 causes of the environmental problems facing the Egyptians.  Explain the significance of each

Short answer question 2: Identify one of the environmental policies in Egypt and explain how the government is using it to try and solve the issue.

SO210: Social Problems
Research Paper: Social Problems of Egypt
The purpose of this paper is to give you the opportunity to look deeper into an issue Egypt faces.   Each student will be required to research a specific topic and write a 4-5 page paper on  any topic in social problems such as policies on drug usage, education accessibility, poverty, global warming; science, sexism, violence against women, welfare systems, discrimination, language in schools, etc… as it pertains to Egypt.    All topics must be approved by the instructor.  Papers will be typed in Times New Roman font size 12 with 1” margins. For this assignment, you must use articles (JSTOR only) or books.  Books requested through Mobius may take several days, so plan accordingly.  Each chapter of a book will be considered 1 source.  You must have at least 3 sources.  The paper should be written from the viewpoint of one of the major sociological theories

All research papers should have:

1.  A title page, with only your name and title on it

2.  An introduction of your topic (you should introduce both what your topic is and what you will discuss in the paper. This section should be no more ½ page long.

3.  The review of relevant literature.  In this section, you will address what is known about your topic.  What have sociologist, political scientists, etc… said about your topic?  What are their main theories?

4.  A discussion.  This is where you will take what was said in the literature and what you said in your introduction and further apply it.  For example:  What are the major social aspects that go with your social problem?  How can society address it?  How have they tried?  Prior to the paper, you need to choose one theory to have as your papers theme.  It can be structural functionalism, conflict theory, feminism, or symbolic interaction theory.  

5.  A conclusion, in this section, you need to go back and restate what you think are the most important aspects to understanding your chosen issue.  

6.  A bibliography, with some combination of at least three scholarly books and/or journal  references.  Our text may not be used as one of the references.  No internet may be used of any kind UNLESS you have received permission after having the instructor examine the cite.  Use any form of citation with which you feel comfortable.

COMMENTS

This infusion will need to be reassessed every year due to the changes currently going on in Egypt’s society.  The laws and practices will need to be as up to date as possible for presentation, therefore, extra time may be needed for prep work each semester offered.  

The language portion of this class has been through two aspects: first is the issues surrounding language and socioeconomics within the education system and second is the glossary which students will match the Arabic and English word on the final exam.  

The content portion is prepared in lessons, however the lessons are spread throughout the semester rather than one lump.  This will give the students the ability to look at the issues through both ethnocentric and cultural relativism viewpoints.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course discusses social problems such as violence, gender inequality, education and environment. It examines how social structure and culture of society contribute to social problems and their consequences.  This course develops an understanding of the social forces that contribute to these problems, which leads to designing strategies for action. 

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

In this class, students will learn how to identify social problems that affect everyone in the world both directly and indirectly.  Students will learn and acknowledge trends and patterns between different social problems and how they are linked together in our society as well as the global world.  Through assignments, students will become accustom to taking a situation relevant to their lives and that of those around them and be able to attribute the three social theories to them to explain how each approach is related to the social problem and to show the complexity of labeling problems. 

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION

Lectures, in class discussions, written assignments, direct readings, examinations

METHOD OF EVALUATIONS

Exams:  There will be 4 exams in this class. These exams will be in the form of multiple choice or short answer.  They will come from the chapters you are to read and what we discuss in class about the chapters. Each exam is worth 60 points.  Do not miss the exam, you will lose 25% each day you miss it, no excuses are accepted.  If you must be gone due to a school function, I must be informed in advance and the exam must be taken before the missed class. 

Observation Paper: To give students the chance to look deeper into their own areas of interests, one paper will be to conduct person research through interviews.  The paper needs to be 4-5 pages long. Additional information is at the bottom of the syllabus
International Paper: With a part of our concentration in the class looking at Egypt, all students will choose a social problem Egypt is facing to write a research paper on.  The paper needs to be 4-5 pages long.  Additional information is at the bottom of the syllabus

Class Activities: There will be a series of in class exercises that will take place throughout the semester up to 2 a week.  You must have read the chapter prior to class each week.  So, for example, week 3 says chapter 3, that chapter should be read prior to class Monday.  The activities will be either in the classroom or in a computer lab.  An announcement will be made in class about when to meet in the computer labs and an announcement will be placed on blackboard.  It is your responsibility to make sure you are in class and watching blackboard.
Attendance and Participation: Another part of this grade is attendance.  Attendance in this class is mandatory.  Students are allowed 2 byes, in which no points will be taken off and no excuse is needed.  After this, you will start to lose points- 1 per class.  Also part of the attendance is following the rules.  If a cell phone goes off or you are seen texting, you will lose 1 point each time, if it becomes a problem, you will be asked to leave the class with an unexcused absence. Cell phones should be turned OFF and put away prior to class starting.  Talking in class, writing notes to each other, tardiness and lateness all count against these points.  It is in the student’s best interests to attend class.  All identification materials will be provided during the course of lectures and a majority of it will not be in your book.
