3. 2008-2009 End of Year Report:

Everyone read over last year’s end of year report.  There were no questions or updates.

4. School Visits:

The Director of Tech Prep will again visit articulated classrooms this year and speak to students about Jefferson College’s Career and Technical Education programs and the articulated credit that applies to each.  A document identifying the CTE students at Jefferson College from each high school was passed around.  We discussed how to improve enrollment in Tech Prep courses in high school for future CTE college students.  Continued classroom presentations, parent night visits, sharing of information in student handbooks, and communication in counseling offices were recommended.
5. Articulation: 

Attendees were given the updated general “Where can students use credit?” document.  Students have up to two years after high school to use their recommended college credit toward an Associate of Applied Science degree or Career Education Certificate at Jefferson College.  The “Where can students use credit?” documents specific to the school, an updated Tech Prep informational magazine, Tech Prep classroom poster, and CTE program fliers will be mailed to each school in a couple of weeks.
6. CATEMA: 
Encourage articulated course teachers to enter their classes, enroll students, and rate and recommend or not recommend them for credit.  Please share MOSIS numbers with teachers and students as needed.  Both MOSIS and social security numbers are requested by Jefferson College and DESE for identification of students.  For those who had not yet submitted a listing of teachers and periods, they were asked to do so that this year’s articulated courses in CATEMA could be verified.
7. Student Events- Career Expo:

The Jefferson County Career Expo held on September 23, 2009 was a success.  Over 1800 students from 8 schools attended and 50 careers were exhibited by over 75 career experts.  To help with traffic and congestion in the Field house, the event will continue being held into the afternoon hours next year.
A suggestion was made to provide chaperones with a copy of the floor plan next year, so they can better direct their students.  Justin Barton proposed moving the Career Expo from September to February to assist with marketing the Area Technical School programs closer to application time.  So that further discussion could take place on this topic, the Director will send an email to everyone so that they may vote on the most appropriate time of year for the event.  If the Expo is not moved from the fall to February, each school will collect the names of interested students and provide it to Justin, so that he may follow-up with them in the winter.  

Schools have one month from the date of an event to get reimbursement requests in to Tech Prep.  Career Expo bus reimbursements are due by October 23rd.  Also, a career expo essay scholarship winner will be selected and announced in December.  Scholarship essays are also due October 23rd.  The winner will receive a 50%, one year scholarship toward a CTE program of study at Jefferson College.

8. Student Events- Hi Tech Nontraditional Careers Workshop:

Last year Tech Prep hosted Hi Tech Careers for Women.  This year we are hosting Hi Tech Careers for Men scheduled for Tuesday, October 27, 2009 from 9:30am to 1:30pm.  Invitations were included in each attendee’s folder.  Four nontraditional programs will be offered to your 9-12 grade men:  Nursing, Veterinary Technology, Early Childhood/Elementary Education, and Business Information Technology.  The men will experience the careers hands-on, tour the campus, and have lunch in the Viking Café.  You interested men may select one desired program on the signup sheet.  They will be guaranteed their preference and will experience two of the other sessions.  Group assignments for students and chaperones will be mixed.  Travel reimbursement for Hi Tech Careers for Men is up to $100 per school for bus expenses or personal travel reimbursement to the chaperones.  Please submit your signup sheets soon.
9. Student Events- Tech Prep Student of the Year:

The Tech Prep Student of The Year applications has some changes this year.  For instance, Health Services and Building Repair Technology students are no longer eligible, as they do not meet the definition of a Tech Prep student, since these programs are not college credit earning.  In addition, Tech Prep Student of the Year nominees must now submit two letters of recommendation, one from the CTE instructor and a second from the nominator/counselor. Furthermore, students must type their applications.  Seniors only are eligible for the award.  Please keep in mind that the consortium winner will receive a 50%, one year scholarship toward a CTE program of study at Jefferson College.  The scholarship is only applicable toward an AAS degree or CTE certificate.   This year’s consortium banquet is scheduled for Tuesday, February 9, 2010 in the Jefferson College Hillsboro Viking Room.  All nominees and winners from each individual school will be recognized by Jefferson College, their CTE instructors, counselors, family, and friends, so be sure to select a winner from your school.

10. Educator Workshops- Summer Camp:

This year’s summer camp held on August 4th-6th, 2009 was a success.  Sessions on Photoshop, Flash CS4, and AutoCAD were offered.  Twenty seven educators participated.
11. Educator Workshops- Career Clusters, Personal Plans of Study, and Mo Connections:

On September 14, 2009 Tech Prep hosted a workshop over Career Clusters, Personal Plans, and Missouri Connections.  Fifty educators attended sessions presented by Tanya Degonia our CEC, John Robbins from DESE, and Renee Bales from Kuder.
12. Educator Workshops- February CTE Mini Course Day:

The 2009-2010 Career and Technical Education Mini Course Day registration sheet was distributed.  This year’s event will take place on Thursday, February 25, 2010 at Jefferson College Hillsboro.  Each workshop will be two hours long.  2010 sessions include:  Green Screens and Adobe Premiere, The Law Enforcement Academy, Culinary Arts Platter Presentation, and The Importance of Electronics in Green Technologies.  There will not be a freebie item this year because both lunch and substitute teacher pay will be provided.  Request for substitute reimbursement must be in by March 25, 2010.  Please spread the word to others in your district about this event, particularly your business, FACS, and industrial technology teachers.
13. Implementation of our Program of Study:

Every Perkins money recipient must complete a program of study per DESE requirements before the end of Perkins IV.  The project involves the alignment of curriculum between secondary and postsecondary institutions to Career Cluster knowledge and skill statements provided by DESE.  DESE has designated Tech Prep as the facilitators of this process.  Jefferson County Tech Prep Consortium’s Program of Study is the Business Management Career Cluster and General Management Career Pathway.  In 2008 the business and CTE department chairs from each high school began the process.  This November 2009 we will pick up where we left of, on Step 5 of 10, by identifying gaps in the curriculum alignment tables.  Again Tech Prep will fund the business department chair from each high school to attend the Building Bridges Conference on November 15th-17th for the purpose of working n the program of study.  The end result of this process will be a sample personal plan of study that verifies a student is prepared in the business management career cluster by taking specific courses in a sequence at a high school.  It is possible that the next program of study career cluster will be Human Services and Early Childhood Development and Services pathway.  However, the new POS is not expected to begin until the first is complete in 2012.  Eventually DESE would like a program of study implemented for each career cluster and program area.

14. Building Bridges Conference Funding:

Registration, hotel, and mileage for the November 15-17 Building Bridges Conference will be provided to those working on the Perkins Program of Study Project.  Registration and hotel reservations must take place through the Tech Prep office so that we receive direct billing for these expenses.  All 12 consortium high schools and Jefferson College have already identified their Building Bridges Conference attendee funded by Tech Prep.

15. Guest Speakers: 
John Gaal from the St. Louis Carpenters Apprenticeship Program had nothing to report.

Dr. Mary Beth Ottinger, Jefferson College CTE Division Chair, presented over Jefferson College’s strategic planning process and administered a survey requesting recommendations for improvement and future vision of our institution.
